Good afternoon, ELEVATE Parents:

Thank you for your prayers and patience as we have worked through complications with the New York
Mission Project. As | indicated earlier this week, the pricing for airline tickets to New York came in
substantially higher than originally quoted. After negotiating with several airlines, the best rate we could
secure ranged from $500 to $600 per ticket, effectively raising the cost for the trip to over $850 per
person. Obviously, this was not realistic so we immediately began to explore other ministry options.

As a result, we have changed the location of the mission trip to Orlando, Florida , where we will be
partnering with the missions ministry of FBC Orlando in conducting numerous service projects and
ministry events. We have planned an incredible week of ministry, as well as opportunities for recreation
for the students. | have included a complete itinerary that gives an overview of the week, but some of the
highlights include:
